6. New Business
6.1 Public Water Access on Barnes Lake; CS asked if we could install the dock, trail, and parking lot

this year and get reimbursed by the DNR grant? TV stated he would ask Karen Hallquist for an
answer. CS asked how much the City currently has in Park Dedication Funds. TV stated he will ask.
CS said we could hire an engineer to establish grade and the trail plan and pay with 2022 Park
Maintenance Funds. KH questioned why we are rushing into some projects when others are not
getting done. BR asked if the city investigated hard surface for the trail or would the cost be too
high? TV stated the trail is going through a natural area and the DNR is requiring it to be a permeable
surface. DS stated the DNR grant was up to $250,000 and it would require 25% by city and 75%
DNR, the application deadline was March 31, July 2022 to start, June of 2024 to spend the money.
6.2 Splash Pad; TV presented the information in the memo. CS asked that we get more information
on the splash pads at Cologne, Jordan, and Hutch to include operation costs, purchase price and how
they operate. CS stated this should get on the budget for 2023. KH asked about which requests for
projects get priority and take precedence? CS answered by stating dog park has been discussed at
Outlot A and that they may get done with DNR grant, the existing Meadows Park Dedication is
already donated, and the next development could possibly send dedication funds to Outlot A as well.
KH asked who makes decisions and directs the money? CS answered the City Council has final say.
KH asked where the money for the dog park will come from? CS stated they could use the dedication
funds. SF questioned when it was decided to put a dog park in outlot A since it was discussed to have
an interpretive center out on the trails. CS stated we discussed moving the dog park when the City
was looking to sell the previous proposed location on Industrial Boulevard. CS stated it is important
to look at a dog park to keep dogs off the athletic fields and it was asked about at the last joint
commission meeting along with where the City is at with the splash pad. CS stated the City plans to
distribute a community questionnaire this year to gauge interest on the future needs of the City's

Parks.

I reached out to few surrounding communities to gather more information and costs associated with
construction and maintenance of a splash pad. | have included the information below.

e The City of Hutchinson plans to install a splash pad in 2023. The budget for the 3500 sg ft splash
pad and recirculation equipment will be $350,000 for the splash pad, and an additional $125,000
for the recirculation system. There were also additional costs which included site preparation,
parking area, restroom with mechanical room, and other miscellaneous items. The total cost for
Hutch’s splash pad and park improvement will be close to $2,000,000. The City of Hutch is
preparing for approximately $18,000 a year in operating costs.

o The City of Litchfield installed a splash pad with a recirculation system in 2018 for $423,000.
Their annual operating costs are about $19,000 a year.
| have not heard back from the City of Jordan yet. | will update the information as | receive it.
The City of Cologne put their splash pad in 2016. Cologne putin a recirculation system for the
amount of $193,300. The splash pad requires about 1hr of staff time a day when it is in operation
and costs about $1600 a year for chemical. 1 did not receive the extra utility and operating costs
associated with their equipment. '

¢ The City of St. Cloud put in 3 drain away systems in 2009. Due to the amount of water those
systems use, they did have to temporarily minimize the splash pad use during the drought that we
experienced in 2021.

SUBJECT: Old Town Update

Over the course of the last two weeks, staff and Council Member Charlie Storms were able to meet with Gail
Schuette of GDS Design & Build, Fire Chief Steve Zumberge, and Building Inspector Dave Nelson of Metro West
Services. After reviewing the building, the overall consensus was to further the research for reconstruction of
Old Town. All parties agreed that a renovation of the buildings would not be cost effective. Main concerns that
were brought up at each meeting:

e Major ADA compliance conformity would come into play for all three entrances to the buildings

e Anelevator lift would need to be installed for second floor accessibility.

e Fire suppression would need to be installed because of occupancy

e Thereis no way to indicate the level of mold/water damage until wall studs are exposed, which means

budgeting is nearly impossible

One major positive that came out of these meetings was that the foundation/footings of the structure is sound.
There are no major cracks or shifting of the building, which means that the reconstruct can be exactly where the

current building is.

Storms and Hallquist have reached out to two architects who are interested in bidding the project. They would
take the original architectural drawings of Old Town and update them to current code and recommend some
interior changes to accommodate the public facility:

Open floor concept between the main building and popcorn stand

New staircase with access to crows nest.

Handicap accessibility from east side of building

Other interior requests from groups who utilize the building will be discussed as project continues

The two architectural companies interested in bidding the project are:
1. Kaeding Architecture, Waconia
2. Wilkus Architects, Hopkins

Staff will also list the RFQ on the League of Minnesota Cities website should any other architect be interested in
bidding the project.
